The club is open to any persons of 17 years of age or more, who have an 
interest in Land Rover and other 4 x 4 vehicles. Family membership is 
available to a husband, wife and children of the family, (up to 17 years of 
age who are entitled to junior membership). After one years membership, 
the committee will review the suitability of the member/s for continued 
membership of the club & if this is thought to be inappropriate by the 
majority of the committee present they shall have the power to terminate 
membership.  
            Membership fees will be renewed 1 year from the date of joining. 
All competitive events organised by the club will comply with the General 
Competition Rules of the R.A.C.M.S.A. and specifically in accordance with 
the Cross Country and 4WD rules of the  R.A.C.M.S.A. 
 
Responsibility for the business of the club shall rest with an elected 
committee. The committee will consist of seven or more club members 
elected at the Annual General Meeting. Any members of the club, except 
junior members are eligible for election provided they have been nominated 
and seconded by two other non-junior club members. The committee will 
meet at the request of the Chairman, Secretary or at the request of the 
majority of the committee. Any vote at a committee meeting may be 
demanded to be secret by any single committee member. 
 
An Annual General Meeting shall take place in the month of November / 
December of each year, at this meeting the members shall:- 
 
1] Receive from the Treasurer a full statement of accounts. 
2] Elect a committee. (Please note If a committee member should 
 miss 3 meetings without apologies or a valid reason for not at
 tending, that member will have deemed to have resigned. ) 
3] Decide on any resolution that has been submitted to the committee 

4] Any vote at an AGM may be demanded to be a Secret Vote by not 
 less than 10 Non-Junior Members 

5] The Club Rules may be altered at a committee meeting and shall then 
 be published in the Club Magazine. Once the change has been               
 published, IT MUST BE ADHERED TO    …..cont. 
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6] A Special General Meeting may be convened by the secretary at the 

request of the majority of the committee or at the request of not less 
than one third of the non-junior membership. If the requested meeting 
is not convened within 31 days, the said members may convene the 
meeting. 

7] Only non-junior members are eligible to take part in any  
 General Meeting of the club. 
8] Any member of the club may have his/her membership  
 withdrawn provided:- 

The member has been given at least 10 (ten) days written notice of a 
Committee Meeting at which the question of expulsion was to be 
discussed. 
The member has had opportunity to explain their actions, either in 
writing, or verbally at a Committee Meeting. 
If two-thirds of the Members present then vote for the Members 
expulsion,  termination will be effective immediately. 

9] The club will accept no responsibility for any loss or damage incurred 
by a member whilst attending a club event. 

10] On the day of any competitive events organized by the club  
there will be no consumption of alcohol by drivers, passengers 
or organisers prior to the end of the event. Any individuals seen, 
found, or reported will result in their being disqualified for the 
rest of the year.  

11] All members are expected to have full regard for the importance of 
promotion and maintaining the best interests and good name of the 
club whilst supporting, or taking part in any Club organised event, i.e. 
Greenlaning, Camping, Social events or competing in trials etc. within 
the club. No bad language or verbal abuse from members to officials 
and officers of the club will be tolerated, they are only doing their job 
for the best interests of the club.

R.T.V. TRIALING  -  GENERAL RULES 
 
1)  These rules are based on the R.A.C.M.S.A. year book and attempt to clear 

up any confusion and jargon used in the full version 
2)  The General Rules and Regulations of the R.A.C.M.S.A. apply at all times. 

The Humberside Land Rover Club accept no responsibility for any damage 
or injury incurred as a result of attending a H.L.R.C. event. 

3)  On completing &  passing Scrutinizing, the driver of a trials entrant 
will be given a Tag. This must be handed in at the control point when 
signing on. No one will be allowed to sign on without handing a tag in. 
Remember, no tag, no signing on & no driving 

4)  For a vehicle to be eligible to compete in a trial, all major vehicle parts must 
be to manufacturers specification i.e. chassis, body, steering, must not be 
modified. That is steering arms altered and re-welded. Axles, differentials 
and suspension springs must be manufacturers standard parts. A maximum 
of four road wheels, (twin wheels and spacers are not permitted). However 
any size or make of engine (Petrol, L..P.G. or Diesel) may be applied, pro-
viding it has been fitted competently. Note this rule applies to major parts 
only, you will not be expected to have all genuine parts for such items as 
shock absorbers and brake shoes etc. The vehicle must conform to one of 
the standard sizes, i.e. wheel base. In all cases the bodywork (sills not in-
cluded) below the window line must be complete and standard. A full size 
body width bumper must be fitted, doors tailgates, windows and bonnet 
must all have positive fastenings to stop them becoming detached. 

5)  Other requirements are:- Doors must be able to open, they cannot be 
welded closed. Batteries must be securely fastened, minimum tyre pressure 
is to be 15 psi. Agricultural or  balloon tyres will not be permitted. Tyres 
must also meet the  minimum legal requirements for tread. A working horn 
must be fitted. Fiddle brakes and locking / limited slip axle diffs are not al-
lowed, unless fitted as Standard Equipment by the manufacturer.  

6) All competing vehicles must have an extra throttle return spring 
 fitted  to carburettor/DPA pump such that in the event of a failure in the 
 final section of the throttle linkage, the throttle will still be pulled closed. 
7) The driver and passenger are not allowed to smoke whilst attempting a sec
 tion. They must also wear a seat belt at all times whilst on the section. Fail
 ure to comply will result in a maximum score for the section. 
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8) Passengers are not allowed to assist or advise drivers whilst compet-
ing. No driver may ride with any other driver (except new members or 
first time entrants, who may be accompanied for a maximum of 2 trials 
by an experienced driver or passenger) 

9) In the case of a breakdown the driver may, at the discretion of the Chief Mar
 shall, use another vehicle of the same class to complete the trial. 
10) The cab and body should be free from loose heavy items such as  
 jacks or toolboxes etc. A secured fire extinguisher is recommended. 
11) Cooling - Any fluid carrying lines or tubes carrying coolants throughout the 
 driver/passenger compartment must be painted red. Any non-metallic fluid 
 lines or tubes carrying coolants must be made of internally or externally 
 metal braided hydraulic hose. 
12) Oil Systems - Any oil lines passing through the driver/ passenger com part
 ment must be protected and if non-metallic be of metal braided hydraulic 
 pressure hose. 
13) Fuel Systems - Any fuel line passing through the driver/passenger compart
 ment must be protected and if non-metallic, be of metal braided hydraulic 
 pressure hose. They may only be joined by screwed, self-sealing joints. Fuel 
 must not be able to leak into the vehicle, even if the vehicle rolls through 360 
 degrees. Any spillage must be channelled outside the vehicle. 
14) Electrical System - Batteries must be secured and separate from driver and 
 passenger.  
15) Exhaust - The exhaust must be securely fitted and isolated from the driver 
 and passenger. The outlet of the exhaust must be behind the mid point of the 
 vehicle and have no part of the system protruding to the rear of the bodywork 
 more than 6” 
16) Safety - All vehicles must be fitted with either a manufacturers hard top or 
 a roll cage/bar to R.A.C. standard. Full soft tops must have a minimum 
 of a roll bar. Any damage that results in a vehicle becoming a danger to 
 other people (torn wing for example) will have to be made safe before be
 ing allowed to compete further. 
17) All competing drivers must hold a valid full licence and be fully paid up 
 HLRC members. Passengers must be at least 14 years of age and If 
 under 18, their signing-on signature must be undersigned by the sig
 nature of a parent or legal guardian. 
18) Drivers and passengers must have completed the signing on form before 

being allowed to start the first section. Passengers must only ride with the 
nominated driver on the day, i.e. the driver they sign on with. 
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19) All vehicles competing must carry a substantial towrope or strap and 
 must have a front and rear tow point.  
20) Membership Card and driving licence must be produced on request.  
21) There will be a minimum gate width of 8 feet. The running order is selected 

at random by the drivers themselves before the start of the trial. Each driver 
will be invited to select a card that has a number printed on the back (the 
numbers range from 1 to the total number of entries). The numbers selected 
set the running order and must be adhered to and displayed on the front of 
the vehicle (The Clerk of Course may alter the running order at his discretion 
when there are multiple entries in the same vehicle.) After each section the 
running order shuffles up by one position and the first driver moves to the 
back.  

22) No part of a Section may be altered once a vehicle has driven that sec
 tion unless in extreme circumstances were that section has been se
 verely damaged or made unsafe but then only with the agreement with 
 the majority of the drivers and the Clerk of the Course/Chief Marshall 
23) All drivers must marshal every section to its completion, failure to comply 
 may result in penalties being awarded, including a Full Count-Up. 
 A maximum penalty of 40 points may be awarded on any one 
  section for the following:- 
   a) Loose objects carried in driving compartment. 
   b) Failing to attempt the section 
   c) Arguing with the marshals decision 
   d) Smoking whilst on section 
   e) Not wearing a seat belt 
   f) Carrying a passenger that has not signed on. 
   g) Accepting Driving Advice from a Passenger 
   h) Starting a Section before a Fire Extinguisher has been 
   made available at the beginning of the section 
24) A boundary, consisting of crossed canes and tape, may be set up to limit 

where vehicles may be driven. Crossing a boundary will result in  a full count-
up for that section. Land Owners fences and walls are classed as boundaries 
and should not be hit under any circumstances. If hit, a full count up will be 
awarded 

25) The whole vehicle must pass through the gate to be deemed clear, except on 
the last gate, when a clear will be given once the front hubs pass through the 
gate.           …..cont 
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26) Bad language will not be tolerated, especially to officials. 
27) All score cards must be marked up before the start of the next section 
28) Vehicles can be scrutinized at any time during the trial and may be 

failed if serious mechanical failure or safety issue occurs. 
29) There is a complaints book in the caravan, any complaints on the day 

must be entered and signed, and they will be dealt with at the commit-
tee meeting following the event. 

30) In the interests of safety a 5mph speed limit will be mandatory at 
 all times. A full membership card and driving licence must be 
 produced on request. If the driver fails to produce these 
 Documents, he/she will be allowed to drive, however a warning 
 will be issued. If required documents are not produced at the next 
 event the driver will not be allowed to drive

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RTV TRIAL SCORING SYSTEM 
 

1) Each section will consist of ten (10) gates, each marked by two canes. 
 Each cane will carry a penalty of two (2) points, if touched by any part 
 of the competing vehicle. 
2) The object of the event is to pass through all the gates without stopping 
 Or touching any of the gates. 
3) All gates must be attempted. Failure to attempt or complete a gate will 
 result in the maximum score being attained for the remaining gates. 
 This is known as a “Count-Up”. If a vehicle is classed as missing the 
 gate i.e. the full length of the vehicle passes the gate, it will be classed 
 as missing the gate, resulting in a count-up. 
4) A Driver may at any time elect to retire from a section if he so wishes. 
5) After a Count-Up, the driver may complete the section if he so wishes. 
6) If a vehicle stops at any time, it will incur one penalty point. A stop is 

when both the wheels & the vehicle itself cease forward motion. If the 
vehicle is seen to go backwards, it must have stopped at some point. 

7) A Vehicle may only be allowed to reverse twice at any two canes. A 
third reverse will result in a count-up. If the vehicle is stuck, a stop is 
counted for each use of the reverse gear. A Vehicle is only allowed to 
remain stuck for a maximum of 30 seconds, after which time a Count-
Up will be awarded 

8) A Gate is counted as cleared when all of the vehicle has crossed the 
line between the canes. Once clear, any stops will be counted against 
the next gate. Once the whole of the vehicle has cleared the gate, no 
more points can be gained from that gate. i.e. if the driver reverses 
back over the canes, it will jot score penalty points. The final gate is 
cleared by both front hubs being through the canes, providing the vehi-
cle stops. 

9) A driver may drive a loop between gates provided no boundary has 
been set. However the vehicle must NOT cross its own tracks, as doing 
so will incur a count-up. 

10) A Boundary, consisting of crossed canes & tape, may be set up to limit 
where vehicles may be driven. Crossing a boundary will incur a count-
up. Land owners fences and walls are classed as boundaries and 
should NOT be touched under ANY circumstances. If hit, a full count-
up will be given.       ….cont 
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10) If a driver is disqualified for any reason, he must leave the section 
 immediately & will incur the maximum points for that section. The driver with 
 the lowest number of penalty points at the end of the day is the winner.  
11) The different types of vehicle have been split into four distinct groups, so that 
 only similar vehicles will compete against each other, as shown below :-

steering is to be allowed 1 free shunt per section 
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AN  INTRODUCTION  TO  THE  CCV  TRIAL 
 

The aim of the standard (or RTV) trial is to satisfy the competitive aspirations 
of those club members that would like to drive their vehicles home afterwards. 
The full (or CCV) trial however is aimed at those members who have vehicles 
that have probably been built specially for trialling and therefore are not too 
worried about sustaining some slight damage occasionally. A full trial will often 
be set-up on ground considered too rough for a standard trial that may have 
steeper or higher climbs and drops, it may include acute traverses etc. 
 
The trials will consist of up to a minimum of 8 sections and maximum of ten 
sections each of which will consist of 10 gates numbered in reverse order (ten 
at the start down to one at the end). It is the intention that the terrain will form 
the challenge not the gates themselves. The gates should be present only to 
provide the means of scoring the distance through the section achieved, not as 
an obstacle themselves. There will be a minimum gate width of 8 feet. The 
running order is selected at random by the drivers themselves before the start 
of the trial each driver will be invited to select a card that has a number printed 
on the back (the numbers range from 1 to the number of entries). The num-
bers selected set the running order., and must be adhered to  and dis-
played on the front of the vehicle (The C of C may alter the running order 
at his discretion when there are double entries.) After each section the 
running order shuffles up by one position and the first driver moves to 
the back. All drivers must marshal every section to its completion, failure 
to comply may result in penalties being awarded. 
 
No driver may passenger another driver and no passenger may ride with 
more than one driver per trial All passengers must have signed the RAC 
signing on sheet. A driver may change vehicles providing the drivers original 
vehicle was deemed inoperable by the scrutinizer, no driver may change vehi-
cle more than once but may return to the original vehicle if it has been re-
paired and scrutinised. 
 
 

No part of a section may be altered once a vehicle has driven that sec-
tion, unless in extreme cases were that section has been severely dam-
aged, or made unsafe, but then only with the agreement of the majority of 
the drivers, and the Clerk of the Course, or Chief Marshall ….cont 
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The scoring system is as follows. Upon starting the section the vehicle should be driven through 
the gates without hitting any of the canes or stopping. The first point at which the vehicle fails to 
maintain forward motion or hits a marker will determine the drivers score for that section. For 
example, if the vehicle touches gate 7 or stops before gate 7 then the score for that section will 
be 7. Another way of getting a score for a section is for the vehicle to cross any part of its own 
tracks between gates. For example if a vehicle runs over its own tracks between gate 8 & 7 then 
the driver will score 7 for that section. All vehicles must follow the driven line between gates. 
1 shunt will be given, upon penalty of 2 points per section 
  A maximum penalty of 10 points may be awarded on any one section for:- 

No loose objects to be carried in driving compartment. 

failing to attempt the section 

arguing with the marshals decision 

smoking whilst on section 

not wearing a seat belt 

carrying a passenger that has not signed on. Passengers or spectators must not 
assist the driver by any means. 

A boundary, consisting of crossed canes and tape, may be set up to limit where vehicles 
may be driven. Crossing a boundary will result in a full count-up for that section. Land 
Owners fences and walls are classed as boundaries and should not be hit under any 
circumstances. If hit a full count up will be awarded 

The whole vehicle must pass through the gate to be deemed clear, except on the last 
gate, when a clear will be given once the front hubs pass through the gate. 

Bad language will not be tolerated, especially to officials. 

All score cards must be marked up before the start of the next section 

Vehicles can be scrutinized at any time during the trial, and may be failed if serious me-
chanical failure or safety issue occurs. 

There is a complaints book in the trailer, any complaints on the day must be entered and 
signed, and they will be dealt with at the committee meeting following the event. 

         THE CHIEF MARSHALS DECISION IS FINAL THROUGHOUT THE TRIAL. 

All penalties incurred throughout the day will be added to give a total score for each driver, the 
winner will be the driver with the lowest score.  
A championship system will be run throughout the season and will be scored as follows. At any 
event a 1st placing will be worth 20 points, 2nd placing will be worth 19 and so on down to 2 
points for 19th place. All other places will be worth 1 point. These points will be awarded irre-
spective of the number of entries. A minimum of 5 trials to qualify. 

There will be an annual championship using the scores from each event in 
each vehicle class. The person who is first in each class will gain 20 cham-
pionship points, second will be awarded 19 points etc. after the 20th place 
each competitor will receive 1 point. The person with the most points at the 
end of the year will win. 

To qualify for the championship at least 5 trials must have been en-
tered in any one class

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SCRUTINEERING CHECKLIST FOR  CCV TRIALS 
 

The interest of safety a 5 M.P.H speed limit will be imposed at all times. 
This is compulsory. The general rules and regulations of the RACMSA 

apply at all times. 
 
1. On completing &  passing Scrutinizing the driver of a trials vehicle will 
  be given a tag, this must be handed in at the control point when  
  signing on no one will be allowed  to sign on without handing a tag in.  
  remember no tag no signing on, and no driving 
(2) There is a minimum requirement of an approved roll cage 
 ( See list on page 15 detailing minimum standards of materials and de
 signs). Any other body work above the windows is optional. 
(3)      All body work below the window line must be present and complete, 
 chopped wheel  arches will be allowed. 
(4)     The chassis of all vehicles must be in good condition. There will be no 
 holes or cracks allowed. Minimum SWB is 80 inches, minimum LWB is 
 100 inches. 
(5)     Engine mounts, gearbox mounts, spring mounts and springs must be in 
 good order. 
(6)    An exhaust/silencer system must be fitted. Any exhaust, cooling or hy
 draulic pipe work passing through the driver/passenger compartment 
 must be covered to protect driver/ passenger The exhaust gases must 
 exit behind the driver/passenger compartment and must blow out from 
 the area covered by the vehicle. 
(7) There must be no excessive play in the steering ball joints or any  
 excessive backlash in the steering box. There must be no welding of  
 steering parts.  
(8)     Wheel bearings should have no excessive play, all wheel studs and nuts 
 must be present. 
(9) Tyres will be road legal, the maximum tyre size will be 900x16. The mini-

mum tyre  pressure will be 12 psi. 
(10)   The hand brake should be able to hold the vehicle on a 45 Deg. slope or 
 be able to bring the vehicle to a sharp stop from 5 MPH.  
(11) The foot brake must be effective from the first press, pumping the pedal 

in order to meet requirements will not be allowed. The foot brake must be 
able to lock all 4 wheels from 5 MPH.     ….cont 
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(12)    The battery may not be fitted in the driver/passenger compartment and 
 must be sealed from it. It must be securely mounted and all caps in 
 place. Batteries are allowed beneath the seat bay provided they are 
 sealed from  the driver/passenger compartment. 
(13)    Fuel tanks must have no leaks and must be fitted with a secure  filler 
 cap such that leaks cannot occur, they must be double skinned if fitted 
 in the back of the vehicle. 
(14) An external throttle return spring is required for each carburettor and 

must be fitted after the final linkage such that any linkage failure will 
shutdown the carburettor. This requirement is over and above any inter-
nal such spring. In the case of diesel engines the springs must be simi-
larly applied to the injection pump.  

(15) The vehicle must have a front and rear towing point as specified by the 
RACMSA.  springs & spring hangers will not be regarded as suitable 
towing points. 

(16) Drivers & Passengers must have a minimum of a 3 point competition 
harness, preferably a 4 point harness. It must be worn at all times. Fail-
ure will result in a maximum count up. 

(17) Seats must be securely fixed into place and must be rigid. Folding seats 
that have been made rigid by welding or bolts are acceptable. 

(18) A working horn must be fitted. 
(19) It is now compulsory to carry a fully serviced Fire Extinguisher 

(minimum 1kg) fitted in such a position that it can be operated by the 
driver or passenger. For advice please contact the safety officer 

(20)    All vehicles must carry their own tow rope which must be of adequate 
 strength. 
(21)  Loose items within the vehicle will not be allowed. If spare wheels, 

jacks and toolboxes are carried they must be securely fastened down. 
(22) The scrutinizer may, at his discretion, fail a vehicle that is considered to 

be unsafe or unsuitable for the event. The reason for failure must be 
noted on scrutinizers sheet. 

(23) The scrutinizer may recall a vehicle to be re-scrutinised at any time dur
 ing the event. 
(24) In the case of borderline judgements regarding any of the above  re
 quirements, the scrutinizer may pass the vehicle but issue a warning to 
 the driver concerned. Warnings will be documented. If the next time a 
 vehicle is presented it is found to have the same fault it will be failed.  
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SUPPLEMENT  TO  THE SCRUTINEERING  

CHECKLIST 
 

Although the minimum requirement is for a simple roll bar it is 
strongly recommended that a full roll cage is considered. In ei-
ther case there are some basic requirements that must be met. 
The material must have a minimum outside diameter of 48mm 
(1 7/8 inches) and have a wall thickness of 3.2mm (1/8 inch). 
Cold drawn seamless steel is best but expensive, acceptable 

alternatives include steel scaffolding post, 1975 mains gas 
pipe or pressurised steam pipe. Any cast or brittle pipe is not 
allowed nor is any pipe that is pitted with rust. Box section is 

not allowed for roll bars or cages. Any plates or brackets used 
for fixing to the chassis must have a minimum thickness of 

6mm (1/4 inch). Mounting bolts must be high tension steel and 
not be less than 9.6mm (3/8 inch) diameter. The main loop 

must be one continuous length of pipe fixed to the chassis in 
such a position that it will fit in front or just behind the rear 

bulkhead. The loop should stand vertical and follow the shape 
of either the inside or outside of a standard cab. Two longitudi-
nal supporting braces must be fitted from the top of the main 
loop through the floor of the rear compartment to attach onto 
the chassis. One further section should be fitted diagonally 
within the plane of the loop from the bottom passenger side 

corner to the top drivers side corner. No pipe work may be di-
rectly welded or bolted onto the chassis, fixing must be via 
plates or brackets. Bends in the pipe work must be smooth 

and not have folds. All welding should be of high standard. If 
you are planning a roll bar or cage please consult the RAC 

blue book before starting.
